Chapter 2
This study aid proceeds chapter by chapter through the book, "A Littel Book on Prayer" and offers additional questions to facilitate deeper discussion.

What Christian can live life triumphantly without prayer? Who can properly estimate the true worth of prayer or rightly appreciate the privilege of prayer? Man esteems it a great honor to be admitted into the courts of the lords and kings of earth. What an honor it is to have audience with the only King of glory! He extends the golden scepter to us, and we come confidingly into His presence to tell Him all that is in our hearts
.
Psalms 145:18 throws a great deal of light on the question of how to pray when it says, "The Lord is nigh unto all them that call upon Him, to all that call upon Him in truth."   The expression "in truth" means "in reality," or "in sincerity." Thus, the prayer that the Trinity answers is the prayer that is real, the prayer that asks for something that is sincerely desired.  

Q5. Aren’t all prayers real and sincere?  Do we Christians pray for a revival?  Are we willing to pray, “Holy Spirit come and bring revival no matter the cost and no matter the change?”
· Are some folks holding on to non-biblical traditions and stuff so strongly that they refuse to change?  Why?  Think about it, what non-biblical traditions or stuff will be in God's heavenly Kingdom?
Prayer in the name of Christ has power with God. God the Father is well pleased with His only begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. He hears Him always, and He also hears always the prayer that is really in His name. There is a fragrance in the name of Christ that makes acceptable to God every prayer that bears it.

Q6. But what is it to pray in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ?  Is it merely a verbal period at the end of a prayer or some kind of magical incantation?
Q7. Is it possible that many Christians are ending their prayers with the phrase, "in the name of Jesus" and have next to no idea what it means to actually pray in the name,  that is to pray in the authority / power of the Lord Jesus Christ?
1 John 5:14,15 teaches, "And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us:  And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petition that we desired of him."  This passage teaches us plainly that if we are to pray aright, the righteous must pray according to God's will, then we will be beyond merely "wishing we get" and will receive the thing we ask of the LORD.

Q8. But can we know the will of God? Can we know that any specific prayer is according to His Holy divine will?  The answer is yes, but why is the answer yes?
· It has been said that, "The LORD of Hosts has revealed His will in His Word", thus is it possible that folks don't know God's will because they don't know God's Word?

When anything is clearly, distinctly promised/decreed in the Word of God, we know that it is God's will to give that thing. If then when I pray, I can find some definite decree of the LORD and lay that declaration before the LORD, I know that He hears me, and if I know that the Almighty hears me, I know that I have the petition that I have asked of Him.

Q9. What if one tries to cobble up decrees out of God’s Word?  Is that person truly praying in God’s will, in accordance with what God has declared?  Why?
· Look up (***) If we are artificially crafting decrees out of God's Word and declaring them to be God's promises, then could it not be argued that we are taking God's name in vain since we are declaring He promised something that He did not so promise?
