Chapter 3
This study aid proceeds chapter by chapter through the book, "A Little Book on Prayer" and offers additional questions to facilitate deeper discussion.

You know the value of prayer: it is precious beyond all price. Never, never neglect it.   Prayer is the first thing, the second  thing and the third thing necessary to the priesthood of believers.  Prayer, in the Christian's life, in the Christian's home, in the Christian's workplace, in the Christian's church is a conspicuous and an all-impregnating force and an all-colouring ingredient. It plays no secondary part, and is not merely an after thought coating. 

Praying in the Holy Spirit is praying in fervency. Cold prayers ask the Lord not to hear them. Those who do not plead with fervency do not plead at all. One may as well speak of lukewarm fire as of lukewarm praying .  Thus here are 3 aids to deeper, fervent prayers: humbleness, quietness and persistence.
Q10. Think of humbleness and quietness in praying.  Is it possible that some church going people are not willing to be humbled before the LORD, or to wait quietly while praying?  Is it possible that we have erected golden calves of distraction around our prayer life that keep us from fervent prayer?
· What keeps you from humble quiet prayer with God: 

If one is to pray with the power of the Almighty's decrees, they must pray with faith!  Yea, there is a faith that goes beyond academic head knowledge, that goes beyond emotionalism and that goes beyond expectation, that believes that the prayer is heard and the decree granted.  This comes out in the Mark 11:24 passage which says, "Therefore I say unto you, All things whatsoever ye pray and ask for, believe that ye have received them, and ye shall have them."

Q11. But how does one receive this kind of faith, this kind of trusting and believing, this kind of faith that is not stifled with doubting and double-mindedness?
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Q12. But how does real faith come?  Answer:  Romans 10:17 says, "So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God."  If we are to have real faith, we must study the Word of God and find out what is promised, then believe what the only living God of truth has decreed.  In other words, If we are to have faith when we pray, we must know God's Word on which our faith rests. 

Thus, the decrees of the LORD are those statements in the Bible in which it is avowed that God shall do something, and when the Bible says the LORD shall do something, one can take it as a guaranty, a promise that it will be done.  

Also, there are two kinds of decrees in the Word of the LORD.  There are unconditional and conditional decrees, and all the decrees of the LORD will be done as God has arranged to do them.  

Q13. How many Christians pray using the promises or decrees of God, assuming that they are ALL unconditional and, based on this false assumption, receive no answer to their prayers?
· How many decrees / promises can you name from God's Word?  Are the decrees / promises you named conditional or unconditional?

· Why do you think that many Christians today assume that ALL of God's decrees / promises are unconditional?  Note:  God has never affirmed in His Word that ALL His decrees / promises are unconditional.
No amount of money, worldly smarts, or fleshly cunning can move things for God. Holiness energizing the soul, the whole Christian aflame with love, with desire for more faith, more prayer, more zeal, more consecration — this is the secret of power with God. 
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
