Chapter 4
This study aid proceeds chapter by chapter through the book, "A Little Book on Prayer" and offers additional questions to facilitate deeper discussion.

"If ye abide in Me, and My words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you." (John 15:7).  Thus being in Christ our desires will not be our own desires, but Christ's, and our prayers will not in reality be our own prayers, but Christ praying in us. Such prayers will always be in harmony with God's will and Word. When our prayers fail it is because they are indeed our prayers. We have conceived the desire and framed the petition of our self, instead of looking to the Lord Jesus Christ to pray through us.

Q14. How does one reach the spiritual place of abiding in Christ, abiding to the spiritual point that we have no selfish will, but only Christ’s will?  Answer: absolute surrender to God (See appendix A in the book)

· Are you absolutely surrendered to the LORD God Almighty or are you kind of, nearly, almost surrendered to God?
It is not by moments of rapturous emotional experiences that we learn to abide in Christ; it is by feeding upon God's Holy inspired Word, and looking to God the Holy Spirit to implant these words in our soul and to make them a living, active, rejoice-full thing in our life. 


If the Bible thus abides in us, God's Word will stir us up in prayer. It will be the mold in which our prayers are shaped, and our prayers will be necessarily along the line of God's will, and will prevail with Him. Prevailing prayer is almost an impossibility where there is neglect of the accurate study of the covenantal Word of God.

Q15. If we know more about church traditions, politics, television shows, fishing, movie stars and sports teams than we do God’s Word, then what will be the result of our prayer life and ultimately our day to day life?

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Chapter 5


There are two words often overlooked in the lesson about prayer which Paul gives us in Philippians 4:6, 7 "Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus."  The two important words often overlooked are, "with thanksgiving."
Q16. Many thank God and that is good, but when is the last time we told God why we were thankful.  Thus, what are you thankful to God for, and why are you thankful to God for it?


A hindrance to prayer is found in: James 4:3 "Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume [it] upon your lusts."  A selfish purpose in prayer robs prayer of power. Very many prayers are selfish. These may be prayers for things for which it is perfectly proper to ask, for things which it is the will of God to give, but the motive of the prayer is entirely wrong, and so the prayer falls powerless to the ground.
Q17. The true purpose in prayer is that God may be glorified in the answer.  Thus, let us think of our prayers and ask, “How will the answer we want bring glory to the LORD of hosts in the way He wants to be glorified?"

Any one who would have power in prayer must be merciless in dealing with their own unrepentant sins.  For thus saith God's word, "If I regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear me."(Psalms 66:18)

Q18. Why is it that some people, even some churchgoers seem to believe that there is no consequence to unconfessed/unrepentant sinning?   (Consider Luke 13:5; Psalms 66:18; 1Corinthians 5:6-7; Revelation 3:14-19).

We need to be wary how we desire earthly things for God’s glory. Many good deeds, church traditions, religious paraphernalia, and so called ministries have more the representation of idolatry than being God glorifying.

Q19. What are some things of the world and/or church that are as "an idol put up in the heart?"
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
