Chapter 6
This study aid proceeds chapter by chapter through the book, "A Little Book on Prayer" and offers additional questions to facilitate deeper discussion.

The great need of the day is a Holy Spirit revival.
Q20. Yet, do we want a true Holy Spirit revival, a revival that will bring change; change to the lost, the saved and change to the church locally and at large? Are we willing to pray, "Holy Spirit come and bring a revival, no matter the cost, no matter the change?"
· Do we need a Holy Spirit revival?

Look at the present spiritual condition of the church and ask, “Is it any wonder that the lost are no longer flocking to the church?”  For example consider the present state of the church.  We have church member after church member who keeps this tradition and that tradition, but cannot explain WHY they do what they do or why they believe in what they say they believe in.  How is a lack of spiritual understanding a good evangelism tool? It is not and never will be. For thus saith the Word of the LORD:

"My people are destroyed/suffer for lack of knowledge..." (Hosea 4:6).


Furthermore, worldliness is just as rampant among church members as the lost of the world. Many church members are just as eager as any in the rush to get rich. They use the methods of the world in the accumulation of wealth, and they hold just as fast to it as any when they have gotten it.  Then they bring their get-rich-quick schemes and business practices into the church.  In the name of helping the church they then reduce evangelism down to marketing Jesus like a toothbrush.


Also, prayerlessness abounds among church members on every hand. Some one has said that Christians on the average do not spend more than five minutes a day in prayer.  Neglect of the Word of God goes hand in hand with neglect of prayer to the LORD. Very many Christians spend twice as much time every day wallowing through the sewage of the daily papers as they do bathing in the cleansing laver of God's Holy Word. 
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Q21. Oh children of God how much time do we spend:

____: On the computer

____: Playing games or exercising

____: Watching television or movies

____: Going from worldy activity to worldly activity

____: Eating food

____: Going to the bathroom

____: Reading the Bible

____: Talking at God and not listening

____: Serious one-on-one time communicating with God.  No distractions, no multi-tasking while praying, just you and God one-on-one like in Matthew 6:6. 


Along with neglect of prayer and neglect of the Word of God goes a neglect for the LORD's Day. It is fast becoming a day of worldly pleasure instead of a day of holy rest and service. The television with its inane twaddle and filthy scandal takes the place of the Bible; and yard work, and golf, and bicycling, the place of the Sunday-school and church service.

Q22. There are many good intending, well meaning people out there who love the LORD with all their heart and serve Him diligently with their mustard seed of faith.  But what about all the rest who call themselves Christians?


After regular shameless, unrepentant neglect of God's Word, shunning prayer, and willfully disregarding God's 10 Commandments, do the people who call themselves Christians find themselves to be in fact the lost church of Revelation 3:16-19 and thus by the decree of God and not man, damned  to hell if they never repent?  For consider what the Word of God says:

"He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches... I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot.  So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth... As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent."
Q23. Will the children of God pray for a revival, that is a true Holy Spirit revival?  Will we pray for a revival no matter the cost, no matter the change?  Will you pray?  Yes, No, Why or Why not?
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
