The Book of Proverbs
With commentary by Matthew Henry

Proverbs 25:19 ¶ Confidence in an unfaithful man in time of trouble [is like] a broken tooth, and a foot out of joint.
A. "} Confidence in an unfaithful man is painful and vexatious; when we put any stress on him, he not only fails, but makes us feel for it."

Q1. Why would we suffer if we were to put trust in an untrustworthy person?

Proverbs 26:4-5 ¶ Answer not a fool according to his folly, lest thou also be like unto him.  Answer a fool according to his folly, lest he be wise in his own conceit.
A. "Every creature must be dealt with according to its nature, but careless and profligate sinners never will be ruled by reason and persuasion. Man indeed is born like the wild ass’s colt; but some, by the grace of God, are changed.  As for the fool, we are to fit our remarks to the man, and address them to his conscience, so as may best end the debate."

Q1. Does Proverbs 26:4 and 5 contradict one another?  The answer is no, but why is the answer no?
Proverbs 26:10 ¶ The great [God] that formed all [things] both rewardeth the fool, and rewardeth transgressors.
Q1. How does this proverb parallel verses like:
Matthew 16:27 For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works.
2 Timothy 4:14 Alexander the coppersmith did me much evil: the Lord reward him according to his works:
Proverbs 27:1 ¶ Boast not thyself of to morrow; for thou knowest not what a day may bring forth.
A. "We do not know what a day may bring forth. This does not forbid preparing for tomorrow, but presuming upon tomorrow. We must not put off the great work of conversion, that one thing necessary." 
Q1. What will tomorrow bring and will we plan for it?
Q2. How does a Christian rest in the Sovereignty of God, for today, tomorrow and yesterday?

Proverbs 28:26 ¶ He that trusteth in his own heart is a fool: but whoso walketh wisely, he shall be delivered.
A. The quote, “Follow your heart” is not in the Bible. One can find this quote from the narrator in, “Sing-along songs Disney Princess once upon a dream“ (2004). And, one can find the quote “follow your heart” among lots of secular humanistic teachings, but one will not find it in the Bible. What one will find in the Bible is God's teachings about following God. 
Q1. If put to the test which is better to follow: the heart or God?  Why?
Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God [is] pure: he [is] a shield unto them that put their trust in him.
A. "There is not the least ground to suspect anything wanting in the word of God; adding to his words opens the way to errors and corruptions."
Q1. How does Proverbs 30:5 parallel 2 Timothy 3:16, and what do both of these verses teach us about God's Holy Word?
